We are happy to share our new issue with you.

As we prepared the first issue of our fifth volume, we made some changes to our journal.
Firstly, we applied to new indexes to ensure that the Turkish Journal of Diaspora Studies
(TJDS) reaches more researchers both in Tiirkiye and worldwide. As a result of our ap-
plications, we have been accepted into five new indexes: International Political Science
Abstracts, The Bibliography of Asian Studies, Index Islamicus, Kjournal, and i-Focus. These
indexes have now started cataloging our journal, making it more accessible to researchers
and experts from different regions around the world. This will also allow our articles to
reach a broader readership. Receiving positive responses to our indexing applications has
further motivated us, and we will continue applying to both national and international

indexes in the coming months. We hope to share more news on this in our future issues.

Secondly, we have updated our website. To help researchers find the information they

need more easily, we have created a more user-friendly and accessible web page.

Thirdly, we prepared a new call for papers and shared it on social media and our web-

site. Following this, we observed an increase in article submissions.

Additionally, we have made updates to our journal’s editorial boards. We sincerely ap-
preciate all the esteemed scholars who have contributed to TJDS over the past four years.
We also extend our gratitude in advance to the new scholars joining our editorial and ad-

visory boards for their valuable contributions.

After summarizing the latest updates to our journal, we would like to provide you
with an overview of the content of this issue. In this edition, we present four research ar-

ticles and two book reviews.

The first article, authored by Sevval Coklar Aksu and Damla Bayraktar Aksel, exam-
ines Tiirkiye’s policies towards the Turkish diaspora in the United States. When discuss-
ing Tiirkiye’s diaspora policies, the primary focus is often on Turkish communities in Eu-
ropean countries. Hence, most of the literature also concentrates on the Turkish diaspora
in Europe. However, considering the significance of Tiirkiye-U.S. relations, it is clear that
the Turkish diaspora in the U.S. also deserves greater academic attention. Based on the
field research conducted by the authors in 2014 and 2022, this article provides a com-
prehensive analysis of Ankara’s evolving policies toward the Turkish diaspora in the Unit-

ed States.
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The second article, written by Zeyneb Giista Arik, explores the Turkish diaspora in
France. Tited “Exploring the Intersection of Gender Roles, Religion, and Cultural Identity:
The Case of Third-Generation Turkish Migrants in France,” this study analyzes the perspec-
tives of third-generation Turkish migrants—those born and raised in France—regarding
gender roles. Employing a cultural adaptation framework and based on field research, the
study investigates how individuals within the diaspora navigate between traditional reli-
gious gender norms, the principle of secularism, egalitarian values, and their unique posi-
tioning within French society. Drawing on semi-structured interviews, the study contrib-

utes to migration, integration, and gender literature.

The third article, authored by Moh Asmahil Kohan, analyzes Tiirkiye’s current migrant
structure through the cases of Syrians and Afghans. In recent years, Tiirkiye has become
a significant destination for migrants from various countries. This article examines the
composition of migration to Tiirkiye and the policies implemented. Utilizing content
analysis as a qualitative research method and thematic analysis for data examination, the
article evaluates Tiirkiye’s current migrant structure and the geographical distribution of

migrants from an interdisciplinary perspective.

The final research article in this issue, written by Hilal Erol, analyzes the identity con-
struction processes of Afghan asylum seekers. The study explores how Afghan asylum
seekers construct their identities within the framework of migration decision-making fac-
tors, their positioning in new settlements, and social interactions. Based on original field
research, the study involved semi-structured interviews with 28 Afghan asylum seekers
in the neighborhoods of Konya where the refugee population is most concentrated. We
believe this research will contribute to the literature on identity construction among asy-

lum seekers.

Additionally, this issue includes two book reviews. Sueda Nur Unsal reviews the book
The Intergenerational Consequences of Migration: Socio-Economic, Familial, and Cultur-
al Patterns of Stability and Change in Turkey and Europe, authored by Ayse Giiveli ez 4.
Meanwhile, Ebru Bayramoglu provides an analysis of Women, Labor, Migration: Strong
Identities — Strong Narratives by Ozlem Aydogmus Ordem.

We extend our deepest gratitude to all the authors, reviewers, our editorial team, and

the GAV team for their continuous support.

We eagerly await your new submissions. You can send your research articles and book
reviews to our journal via the Dergipark system. We also welcome your feedback regard-

Besinci cildimizin ilk sayisina hazirlanirken dergimizde bazi degisiklikler gerceklestirdik.
Oncelikle, Tirkish Journal of Diaspora Studies'in (TJDS) hem Tiirkiyede hem de diinyada
daha fazla aragtrmaciya ulagabilmesi i¢in yeni indekslere bagvurularimizi yapuk. Bagvu-
rularimiz sonucunda bes yeni indeksten kabul aldik. International Political Science Abst-
racts, The Bibliography of Asian Studies, Index Islamicus, Kjournal ve i-Focus indeksleri de
dergimizi taramaya baglad1. Boylece, diinyanin bir ¢ok farkli bolgesinden aragtirmacilar
ve alan uzmanlari dergimize daha kolay ulasabilecek. Bu vesileyle makalelerimiz de daha
fazla okura ulasabilecek. Indekslere yapmis oldugumuz basvurularimiza olumlu yanitlar
almamiz, motivasyonumuzu daha da arttirdi. Oniimiizdeki zamanlarda da ulusal ve ulus-
lararast yeni indeksler igin basvurular yapmaya devam edecegiz. leriki sayilarimizda bu

konuda sizlerle yeni haberler paylagabilmeyi umut ediyoruz.

Ikinci olarak web sayfamizi giincelledik. Aragtirmacilarimizin aradiklart bilgileri daha

kolay bulabilmeleri i¢in daha anlasilir ve kullanict dostu bir web sayfasi hazirladik.

Ugiincii olarak, yeni bir makale gagrist metni hazirlayarak sosyal medyada ve web say-
famizda paylastk. Cagri metnimizin paylagilmasinin ardindan makale akisinin artugina

tanik olduk.

Ayrica, dergi kurullarimizda giincellemeler yapuk. Dért yildir, TTDS’ye katk: veren
tiim degerli hocalarimiza miitesekkiriz. Editoryal, yayin ve danisma kurullarimiza kaulan

yeni hocalara da katkilar: i¢in simdiden tegekkiir ediyoruz.

Dergimizle ilgili yapugimiz son degisiklikleri 6zetledikten sonra sayimizin igerigiyle
ilgili de sizi bilgilendirmek isteriz. Bu sayimizda, dért arastirma makalemiz ve iki kitap

incelememiz bulunmaktadir.

Sevval Coklar Aksu ve Damla Bayraktar Aksel tarafindan kaleme alinan ilk makale,
Tiirkiye'nin ABD’deki Tiirk diasporasina yonelik politikalarini mercek altina almaktadir.
Tirkiye'nin diaspora politikalar1 denince, akla ilk Avrupa iilkelerinde yasayan Tiirklere
yonelik yaklagimlar gelmektedir. Literatiiriin cogu da Avrupadaki Tiirk diasporasiyla ilgi-
lidir. Oysa ki Tiirkiye-ABD iligkilerinin 6nemi diisiiniildiigiinde Amerikada yasayan Tiirk
diasporasinin da daha fazla caligilmay1 hakettigi kesindir. Yazarlarin 2014 ve 2022’de yap-
tiklari saha aragtirmalarina dayanan makale, Ankara’nin ABD’deki diasporaya yonelik po-

litikalarinin gelisimini kapsamli bir sekilde incelemekeedir.
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Zeyneb Giista Arik'in kaleme aldigi makale ise, Fransadaki Tiirk diasporasini incele-
mektedir. “Toplumsal Cinsiyet Rolleri, Din ve Kiiltiirel Kimligin Kesisimini Kesfetmek:
Fransadaki Usgiincii Nesil Tiirk Gogmenler Ornegi” baslikli makale, Fransada dogup bii-
ylimiis Ggiinct nesil Tiirk go¢menlerin toplumsal cinsiyet rollerine yonelik yaklagimlarini
analiz etmektedir. Kiiltiirel adaptasyon ¢ercevesini kullanan arastirma ve saha aragtirma-
sina dayanan aragtirma, diasporay: olusturan bireylerin geleneksel dini toplumsal cinsi-
yet normlari, laiklik ilkesi, esitlik¢i degerler ve Fransiz toplumundaki kendilerine 6zgii
konumlari arasinda nasil bir denge kurmaya ¢alistiklarini incelemektedir. Yari yapilandi-
rilmig goriismelere dayanan caligma; gd¢, entegrasyon ve toplumsal cinsiyet literatiiriine

katk: saglamaktadr.

Moh Asmahil Kohan’in kaleme aldigi makale, Suriyeliler ve Afganlar 6rneklerine da-
yanarak, Tiirkiye'nin mevcut gd¢men yapisini analiz etmektedir. Tiirkiye, son yillarda
farkli iilkelerden gelen gé¢menler i¢in 6nemli bir hedef iilke olmustur. Makalede, Tiir-
kiye'deki gociin yapisi ve uygulanan gog politikalari analiz edilmektedir. Nitel aragtirma
yontemlerinden igerik analizi, verilerin analizi icin de tematik analizi kullanan makale,
Tiirkiye'nin mevcut gocmen yapist ve gd¢menlerin cografi dagilimini disiplinler arast bir

perspektiften irdelemektedir.

Bu sayinin son makalesi, Hilal Erol'un kaleme aldig1 Afgan siginmacilarin kimlik inga
stireglerini analiz eden ¢alismadir. Makale, Afgan siginmacilarin kimlik olusturma siire¢-
lerini go¢ kararlarindaki belitleyiciler, yeni yerlesim yerlerinde kendilerini konumlandir-
ma bicimleri ve toplumsal karsilasmalar cercevesinde ele almakeadir. Calisma kapsaminda
Konyada siginmacilarin en yogun yagadigi mahallelerde kartopu drneklem ile 28 Afgan
siginmact ile yari-yapilandirilmis goriisme yapilmustir. Ozgiin alan arastirmasina daya-
nan ¢alismanin, sigimmacilarin kimlik inga stiregleriyle ilgili literatiire katki saglayacagina

inantyoruz.

Bu sayimizda ayrica iki kitap incelemesine yer veriyoruz. Sueda Nur Unsal; Ayse Gii-
veli et al. tarafindan kaleme alinan Gégiin Kusaklar Arasi Sonuglar: Tiirkiye ve Avrupada
Duraganligin ve Degisimin Sosyo-Ekonomik, Ailesel ve Kiiltiirel Kaliplar: baglikli kitabr in-
celemistir.
