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Editorial

Dear Readers,

We are delighted to present the September issue of the Turkish Journal of Diaspora Stud-
ies. We are pleased to deliver an issue composed of articles based on original field research

and archival investigations.

On this occasion we would like to share some good news: our journal has been ac-
cepted for indexing by Index Copernicus International (ICI), one of the respected inter-
national indexes in our field. Inclusion in another prestigious index further increases our
responsibility. Moreover, the journal received a full score under the “publication quality
and standards” criterion from the ICI. We are deeply grateful to our authors, reviewers,
the editorial team, everyone who supported the layout and printing processes, and, of

course, our readers.

The first article in this issue, by Dr. Mawahib K. M. Hassan (University of Khar-
toum), addresses intimate partner violence experienced by Syrian women. According
to UN Women, one in three women worldwide is subjected to violence, and violence
against women increases in contexts of conflict and war. Dr. Hassan’s study is based on
interviews with 20 Syrian women residing in Ankara. The research examines women’s ac-
counts of intimate partner violence before the war, after internal displacement, and fol-
lowing their arrival in Turkey. The findings indicate that, after migration to Turkey, the
prevalence of violence decreased, owing to increased awareness of violence and improved

access to support mechanisms.

The second article, by Dr. Siireyya Sénmez Efe (University of Lincoln), scrutinizes
refugee women’s access to maternal care services in Turkey. Based on fieldwork conducted
at various healthcare institutions in Bursa, the study emphasizes women’s intersectional
positions. Employing an ecological health model, the article examines data at the micro,
meso and macro levels to assess the extent to which refugee women can make use of ma-

ternal care services within the Turkish health system.

The third article is Dr. Dirk Trondle’s scholarly analysis of German construction
workers and engineers who contributed to Ankara’s construction during its transition
to capital status in 1924-1925. When discussing Turkey—Germany migration relations,
the 1961 labor migration of Turkish workers to Germany is often the first example that
comes to mind; as a result of that movement, more than 3.5 million people of Turkish or-

igin now live in Germany. However, Turkish—German migration has earlier antecedents.
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One of the first significant migration movements after the founding of the Republic of
Turkey occurred between 1924 and 1925, when Ankara’s municipal authorities hired
construction workers and engineers from Germany to build the new capital. Drawing on
archives of the German Foreign Office, this research makes an original contribution to an

understudied but important topic.

The final article in this issue, by Silleyman Furkan Cobankara, analyzes the voting
rights provided to citizens of Tiirkiye abroad. Covering the period 1950-2014 and exam-
ining four distinct historical phases of overseas voting rights, the study reviews Turkey’s
policies using primary legal sources. Employing the conceptualizations of “All Subject-
ed”, “All Affected” and “Stakeholder” principles, the article offers a comparative analysis,
drawing on the global literature, of how the voting rights granted by Ankara to its citizens

abroad can be conceptualized.

This issue also includes reviews of two important books on migration. $evval Nur
Acuner provides a comprehensive review of Ahmet I¢duygu and Saime Ozgiiriimez’s vol-
ume 7he Experience of Forced Migration and Social Integration: Concepts, Models and Prac-
tices, with an Emphasis on Turkey (Istanbul Bilgi University Press). Hassina Azizi offers an
in-depth review of Ensar Go¢mez's Continuous Migration, Urban Adaptation, Identity and
Religion: The Zeytinburnu Afghan Uzbeks (Cizgi Kitabevi).

We wish you an enjoyable read and look forward to sharing original research and

biiyitk mutluluk duyuyoruz. Ozgiin saha arastirmalarina ve arsiv incelemelerine dayanan

makalelerden olusan bir say1y: sizlere ulagtirabilmenin heyecanini yastyoruz.

Bu vesileyle sizlerle giizel bir haberi paylasmak istiyoruz. Dergimiz alanimizin saygin
uluslararast indekslerinden Index Copernicus Internationaldan kabul aldi. Prestijli bir in-
deksin daha dergimizi tarayacak olmast iizerimizdeki sorumlulugu daha da arttiriyor. Us-
telik dergimiz “yayin kalitesi ve standartlar” kriterinden tam puan almay: basardi. Tiim
yazarlarimiza, hakemlerimize, dergi editoryal ekibimize, dizgi ve matbaa siireglerinde des-

tek veren herkese ve de elbette tiim okurlarimiza sonsuz miitesekkiriz.

Bu sayimizin ilk makalesi Hartum Universitesi'nden Dr. Mawahib K. M. Hassan ta-
rafindan kaleme alinan Suriyeli kadinlarin maruz kaldig1 yakin partner siddetini ele al-
maktadir. Birlesmis Milletler Kadin Birimi’nin verilerine gore diinyada her ti¢ kadindan
biri siddete maruz kalmakrtadir. Ustelik catisma ve savas yasanan iilkelerde kadinlarin
maruz kaldig1 siddet daha da artmakeadir. Dr. Hassan'in galigmasi, Ankarada yasayan
20 Suriyeli kadinla yapilan miilakatlara dayanmaktadir. Arastirmada Suriyeli kadinlar-
la, savastan 6nce, savas bagladiktan sonra iilke icinde yer degistirdiklerinde ve Tiirkiye'ye
geldikten sonra maruz kaldiklari yakin partner siddetiyle ilgili miilakatlar yapilmisur.
Caligmanin bulgulari, Tiirkiye'ye gdciin ardindan Suriyeli kadinlarin siddete karst farkin-
daliklarinin artmast ve daha iyi destek mekanizmalarina sahip olmalari nedeniyle karg:

karstya kaldiklar: siddetin azaldigini gostermektedir.

Ikinci makale ise Lincoln Universitesi'nden Dr. Siireyya Sonmez Efe’nin Tiirkiye'deki
miilteci kadinlarin anne bakim hizmetlerine erisimini mercek altina almaktadir. Dr. Sén-
mez Efe’nin Bursadaki farkli saglik kurumlarindaki saha aragtirmasina dayanan caligma,
kadinlarin kesisimsel konumlarini vurgulamakeadir. Ekolojik saglik modeli ¢ercevesini
kullanan makale; mikro, mezo ve makro diizeylerdeki verileri incelemekte ve miilteci ka-
dinlarin Tiirk saglik sistemindeki anne bakim hizmetlerinden ne diizeyde yararlanabildik-

lerini irdelemektedir.

Uciincii makale, Dr. Dirk Trondle’in 1924-1925 yillarinda Ankara'nin bagkent olma
siirecinde sehrin ingasina katki saglayan Alman ingaat iscileri ve miihendislerle ilgili
akademik caligmasidir. Tiirkiye-Almanya gog iliskileri denince, stiphesiz ilk akla gelen,

1961°de baglayan Tiirk is¢ilerin Almanya’ya go¢ etmesi siirecidir. Bu siirecin dogal sonucu
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olarak bugiin 3,5 milyondan fazla Tiirk kokenli birey, Almanyada yasamakeadir. Oysa
Tiirk-Alman goc siireci ok daha eskilere dayanmaktadir. Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti kurulduk-
tan sonraki ilk 6nemli go¢ hareketlerinden biri 1924-1925 arasinda gergeklesmistir. Bu
dénemde Ankara sehir yonetimi, yeni baskentin ingasi icin Almanyadan ingaat iscilerini
ve mithendislerini ise almistir. Alman Digisleri Bakanlig'nin arsivlerine dayanan bu aras-

tirma, az ¢alisilan ama dnemli bir konuya orijinal katkilar saglamaktadir.

Bu sayimizin son makalesi Siileyman Furkan Cobankara'nin Tiirkiye'nin yurtdiginda-
ki vatandaglarina verdigi oy verme hakkini analiz etmektedir. 1950°den 2014’¢ kadar olan
stiregte dort farkli tarihsel ddnemde yurtdist oy hakkini analiz eden ¢alisma, birincil hu-
kuki kaynaklardan faydalanarak Tiirkiye'nin politikalarini mercek altina almaktadir. Ca-
lisma, “Ttum Tabi Olanlar”, “Ttim Etkilenenler” ve “Paydaslik” kavramsallagtirmalarini
kullanarak, Ankara'nin yurtdisindaki vatandaglarina tanidigr hakkin nasil bir kavramsal
cergevede analiz edilebilecegini, kiiresel literatiirden de faydalanarak kargilastirmali olarak

irdelemektedir.
